4. NEW BUSINESS 
 
A.  ORDINANCE NO.  815 - AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 
 THE CITY OF GLOBE, ARIZONA AMENDING THE GLOBE CITY CODE BY 
 REVISING SECTION 3-4-3 (A) BY THE REMOVAL OF THE WORDS “A.R.S. § 
 12-821.01”, AS REQUIRED BY HB 2319; REPEALING ANY AND ALL OTHER 
 ORDINANCES AND PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; AND 
 PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF. 
 
 City Clerk Gina Paul explained that the State Legislature has changed the wording 

in the Statutes for Section 3-4-3.  This is just a housekeeping item in which we must 
change our code in the removal of this statute number. 

 
 It was the consensus of the Council to place this item on the next meeting agenda 

for consideration. 
 
B. RESOLUTION NO. 1646 - A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 

THE  CITY OF GLOBE, ARIZONA, APPROVING INTERGOVERNMENTAL 
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF GLOBE AND GILA COMMUNITY 
COLLEGE PERTAINING TO FIRE INSTRUCTION PURSUANT TO A.R.S. 11-951 
ET. SEQ. 

 
Deputy Chief Nick Renon explained that this is an annual agreement with the 
College for the housing of the Fire Science program in the Fire Department.

C. RESOLUTION NO.  1647 - A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 
 THE CITY OF GLOBE, ARIZONA, APPROVING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL 
 AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF GLOBE AND GILA COMMUNITY 
 COLLEGE PERTAINING TO ACTIVE ADULT CENTER CLASSES PURSUANT 
  TO A.R.S. 11-951 ET. SEQ.   
   
 It was the consensus of the Council to place this item on the next meeting agenda 

for consideration.  This is an annual agreement with the College to provide classes 
at the Active Adult Center.

Mayor Wheeler called the Public Hearing to order at 6:12 p.m. 
 
 
 Mr. Clyde Miller – opposition of Redflex – Urged Council to vote against redoing this 

contract. 
 

Elvin Fant: - Miami resident  expressed his opposition to Redflex.  He read the 
Declaration of Independence.  

 
Kevin Nolan – retired law enforcement officer with Globe – shared his Opposed to 
Redflex and expressed that more officers need to be out and have physical contact 
with violators. 

 
  Dick Mickel,  resident , expressed his opposition to Redflex 
 
 Scott Shumway – Cecil Circle – is opposed to Redflex – he stated that it was wrong 

to bring it in.   
 

Nelson Melvin – Saguaro Drive – talked to previous Mayor and shared his 
opposition to Redflex  

 
William Belvado – San Carlos – shared his concerns that tourists feel that this is a  
speed trap, it is stressful to drive through Globe.  He Shops here, he said that the 
people have spoken and he is also opposed to Redflex 

 
Phil DeMario – resident – is Opposed to Redflex – Redflex is not the issue, city 
used to mock Miami for handing out tickets.  

 
Albert Gore – N. Sutherland – is Opposed to Redflex 

 
Pat Emery – resident – Opposed to Redflex 

 
Debbie Leverance – resident, is opposed to redflex – weighed positives and 
negatives – Globe known as speed traps. Use Policemen. 

 
Vickey Stevens – resident – asked Council to talk to ADOT to make speed limits 
reasonable – frys 45 – dangerous, 30 by Challos,  

 
Bonnie Lewis – Ice House Canyon – against Redflex –If town needs revenue -   
collect fines already due from people.  Use Patrolmen to radar for revenue. 

 
Linda Gross – Cedar Hill Bed and Breakfast – stated that Kevin Nolan has a good 
point, use the human element to catch speeders, there are a lot of other issues that 
will be found.  Costs of tickets are orneriest.  

 
Michelle Bentley – 445 N. High St, she is a  senior citizen and prefers the  personal 
touch. 

 
 Mayor Wheeler closed the Public Hearing at 6:43 p.m.  



 
Councilman Haley stated that he concurs with the majority of the City.  He also is 
opposed to redflex. 

 
Councilwoman Uhl stated that she is of the minority, and hears tonight that many 
are against Redflex.  The speed limits are set by ADOT.  She would love to hire 
more officers, these cameras are not a speed trap, they are clearly posted.  Only 
18% of the ticket money goes to Australia, sending money to another country is not 
a big deal. 

 
Councilman Alderman shared his past story, that he has never been for Redflex and 
and has always been against it. 
 
Councilman Baker stated that he called for this Public hearing, it’s interesting what 
he is hearing, as an elected official he has responsibilities of many and is always 
looking to hear from the people.  There are 2 sides of an issue; he has to make a 
decision.  He thanked everyone for coming out. 

 
Councilman Haley moved to go into Executive Session.  Seconded by 
Councilwoman Uhl. 

 
Motion carried unanimously.   
 
The Public Hearing ended at 6:52 p.m. 

 
The Council reconvened from Executive Session at  7:09 p.m.

Councilman Baker moved to approve Resolution No. 1649 Alternative A.  Seconded 
by Councilman Haley. 
 
Motion carried with District 3 voting Nay.

Alternative B was not voted on. 

  



C. Application to Amend a Portion of an Existing Conditional Use Permit issued to 
Globe Farmacy, Inc., a Non-profit Corporation, Changing the Location of a Medical 
Marijuana Cultivation and Manufacturing Facility from 200 W. Ash to 171 W. 
Mesquite Pursuant to Globe City Code Section 14-5-19 and to Make Corresponding 
Changes to the License Agreement. 

 
Councilman Haley moved to go into Executive Session.  Seconded by Councilman 
Alderman. 
 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 

The Council adjourned into Executive Session at 7:13 p.m. 
 
The Council reconvened from Executive Session at 7:29 p.m.   
 
City Attorney Bill Sims explained the conditions of a conditional use permit.  He stated that 
the City has certain limitations, when we issue a Conditional Use Permit, there are certain 
conditions and that the Property owner meets conditions, we are obligated to approve the 
Conditional use Permit.  He stated that the Council will be authorizing staff to make sure 
that  9 steps are followed.  August 2013, we can review this again.  Conditional use permit 
and the amended licensing agreement can terminate for any reason upon 60 days’ notice. 
 
Councilman Haley moved to approve the application to amend a portion of the existing 
conditional use permit issued to Globe Farmacy Inc., a nonprofit corporation, changing the 
location of the Medical Marijuana Cultivation and Manufacturing facility from 200 West Ash 
Street to 171 W. Mesquite Street.  Pursuant to Globe City Code Section 14-5-19 and make 
corresponding changes to the licensing agreement.  Seconded by Councilwoman Uhl.  
 
Bonnie Lewis, resident asked if the applicant has looked at the old APS facility on Broad 
Street. 
 
Sarah Bernstein asked for clarification, how is it that this group asked to change the 
previous permit where they were going to be located at the Curves building to the Elks 
building.  She questioned the rent of the relocation.  Is this correct? And asked about 
Councilman Baker’s position for business. 
 
Councilman Baker stated that he did recuse himself on 3 occasions, his company did 
submit an RFP and it is a cash crop for business.  He stated that the guys from Globe 
Farmacy asked him about his thoughts for submitting an RFP, they shared discussion and 
they changed their status from a LLC to a nonprofit.  He was approached to run this and 
not too long after this, he was still recusing himself.  He stated that he shared with them 
that he doesn’t medicate, he prays and they stopped talking to him about business. 
 
Ms. Bernstein stated that Mr. Baker’s proposal used an address of 200 North Broad as a 
location to receive mail.  She finds it interesting that there is no connection there in using 
this address.  
 
 Motion carried unanimously. 
  
D. Direction and Consideration to retire Police Department Canine Dewey and remove 

him from City Inventory.  
 



 Mayor Wheeler stated that dogs are social animals, the Hudson family made the 
dog a part of their family.  The Chief made a recommendation to place this dog with 
someone other than the handler. 

 
Councilman Haley moved to turn the dog over to Officer Hudson as opposed to 
Officer Trimble.  Seconded by Councilwoman Uhl.   

 
 Councilman Alderman stated that as far as committees and individuals in charge of 

departments, he has always relied on department heads and he will stand by Chief 
Kinnards recommendation. 

 
 Councilman Baker expressed that this is a personnel decision and he concurs with 

the Chief’s recommendation. 
 
 Councilman Mariscal shared his opinion that this motion was moved by Chief 

Kinnard and he goes with Chief Kinnards recommendation. 
 
 Mr. Sims stated that he would like to meet with the Council in executive Session, as 

he was just made aware of an agreement. 
 
 Councilman Alderman moved to table the motion.  Seconded by Councilman Baker. 
 Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 The Council will confer with the City Attorney in Executive Session on this matter.     

 
Councilman Haley moved to accept the retirement of Canine Dewey and ask, that he 
be removed from the City inventory, and asked that the Police Chief determine the 
appropriate location of this animal in provisions of the City Code.  Seconded by 
Councilman Alderman. 
 
Motion carried. 

      
    6.  CALL TO THE PUBLIC: 
 
Any citizen desiring to speak on a matter that IS NOT scheduled on this agenda may do so 
at this time. Comments may be limited to three minutes per person and shall be addressed 
to the City Council as a whole, and not to any individual member.  Issues raised shall be 
limited to those within the jurisdiction of the City Council.  Pursuant to the Arizona Open 
Meeting Law, the City Council cannot discuss or act on items presented at this time.  At 
the conclusion of the call to the public, individual City Council members may (1) respond to 
criticism made by those who have spoken, (2) ask staff to review a matter, and (3) ask that 
a matter be put on a future agenda. 
  
1. Officer Mike Hill addressed the Council stating that he was the last handler of 

Canine Dewey and assured the Council that the Dog is happy where he is at.  
  
Brian Hudson, former Police Officer stated that he had the Canine for 4 years and 
did great things.  He feels that the Police Chief’s decision of placing Dewey with 
someone other than his family is the Chiefs personal vindictive decision. 
 



Verna Lou Kinnard – lives in Globe – Brian Hudson is her  grandson – she stated 
that Brian is the finest man to walk on this earth.  Globe should be proud to have 
him as a police officer.  She stated that this dog is loved by this family.   
 
Kevin Nolan –  has known Brian Hudson for most of his life, he stated that Dewey 
and Officer Hudson did great things in the schools.   
 
AJ Castaneda a Sergeant with Globe Police Department, stated that his own 
opinion is that the Hudson’s should be given the Canine.  The family has bonded 
with this dog. 
 
Lamar Kinnard, Grandfather of Brian Hudson stated that the Dog should go to the 
Hudsons.  
Officer Kalen Trimble stated that he is the full owner and he has a contract with the 
City for the Canine.  He stated that this meeting is to remove the dog from the Citys 
inventory.
