1. SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

A. Council Members

Councilman Stapleton reminded everyone of the Bawdy Broad Street Tour
Wednesday; August 6, 2014 from 7:00 to 11:00 pm. Councilman Stapleton also
reminded everyone of the Farmers Market every Saturday from 8:00 to 11:00
am.

B. Mayor Wheeler

Mayor Wheeler mentioned the Boys and Girls Club Branch Board Barbeque that
was held July 16™ at the Catholic Youth Center Kitchen in Claypool.

Councilman Haley also reports that he attended the barbeque and mentioned
how nice it was. Council Haley remembers sitting on the original board of the
Boys and Girls Club and was pleased to see new faces of committed people
working toward a cause that started with just a few people.

2, SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS AND CEREMONIAL MATTERS: Presentations,
Proclamations, Awards, Guest Introductions and Announcements

A. Presentation by the Boys and Girls Club for the June members of the month Ashley
Higginbotham and Raven Stevens. (Mayor Wheeler)




City Manager Billingsley presents certificates to two special Boys and Girls Club
Members; Ashley Higginbotham and Ravel Stevens. A picture for the local paper is
taken of Mr. Billingsley and the June Member of the Month.

. Presentation of the Boys and Girls Club 2™ Quarter Report. (Michelle Duenas)

Jessica Moul, Program Specialist with the Boys and Girls Club presents the 2™
quarter report on behalf of Michelle Duenas who is ill. Ms. Moul starts the
presentation with targeted programs at the Globe Branch. Recently the Boys and
Girls Club received a $15,600 OJP Federal Grant. Twenty youth will be tracked as
they benefit from one-on-one mentoring. Highlights for the months of April —June
are presented; including family water day and Drive-By’s: thanking donors were
among many. Summer day theme is; “Be Great” and the Globe Police Department
presented safety. Coming soon events were presented to the Mayor and Council;
starting with the after school program starting in October.

Jessica on behalf of the club thanked the Mayor and Council and the City of Globe
for all their support.

Councilman Alderman thanked the Boys and Girls Club for all their work as did
Mayor Wheeler.

NEW BUSINESS:

Discussion and consideration of Intergovernmental Agreement between Gila
County Library District and the City of Globe. (Joe Jarvis)




Finance Director Joseph Jarvis and Marion Steele present to the Council. Mrs.
Steele opens the floor for questions from Council.
Without any questions Council moves this item forward to the next meeting.

Discussion and consideration for assistance request to Gila County for the Active
Adult Center Meals on Wheels Program. (Joe Jarvis)

Finance Director Joseph Jarvis presents to Council. Council moves this item move
to the next meeting for approval. $30000 is requested from Gila County for the
Meals on Wheels program. This request is similar to last year.

Councilman Haley stated that federal funding has decreased and that this request
represents a local effort for this program.

Councilwoman Johnson wanted to know if this was the amount of last year's
request. Councilwoman recognized that the majority of the folks served are from
the surrounding county.

City Manager Billingsley addresses Councilwoman Johnson's question by
answering yes this was the same request as last year.

Council agrees to move this item forward.

Discussion and consideration to approve Task Order #2 with Carollo
Engineering. (Joe Jarvis)

Finance Director Joe Jarvis updates the Council on the Services that Carollo
Engineering has provided the City of Globe. Further testing for the Hagen Tanks is
required and this task force will cover that project. This funding request will not
exceed $29,000. Staff is presenting this item for consideration. WIFA funding will
pay for this service.

Council moves to bring back for action.

Discussion and consideration of Application for Council Funding Requests. (Joe
Jarvis)

Finance Director presents this process to Council for funding and support for
Council funding and sponsor request. A formulized process is presented for
consideration. An organization requesting council funding would fill out an
application and it would be presented to Council.

Councilman Haley wanted to know if this application would provide information to
Council as to why this funding request would benefit the community by nonprofit
organizations. He also asks if this process would provide transparency to the public.

The Finance Director explains that this process would provide evidence to the public
that the City of Globe would not violate the gift clause rule and would also provide
evidence that there was no favoritism on behalf of the City.

City Manager Billingsley for clarification to the media and the public explains the
purpose of this item. This was a request during the budget process and with a prior



funding request this was brought to Council to put a process in place to help serve
the community.

Mayor Wheeler stated how important this process is to assist organizations in the
community.

Finance Director Jarvis tells the Council that an application will be put on the web
site for the public to view. This process would better serve these types of request in
a timely manner.

City Manager Billingsley asks Council for direction in this process.
Councilman Haley requests a capital threshold on these types of funding request.

Councilwoman Johnson said the application was good and that a 30 day application
period would help staff to complete the request.

Because of the gift clause, the City Manager states that his process would help to
conclude that the City was not in violation.

Councilman Alderman requests further conversation with staff before this is
finalized.

Discussion and consideration of Westland Resources Inc. for Project Supervision
of Northeast Sewer Line Project. (Joe Jarvis)

Finance Director Joseph Jarvis stated that Westland Resources was one of the
qualified firms for construction supervision that was received when the City put out
the request for qualifications for construction supervision. The scope of work was
completed Friday and will be available next meeting for approval. The contract
amount that was negotiated was $53,898

City Manager reports that the total amount of this project is $360,000 with an in kind
match of $40,000. This was a grant received from the Commerce Authority. This
company will provide services such as material testing and surveying services that
the general contractor will not provide and that staff cannot perform.

Council moves that this item be brought back for approval.

Discussion and consideration of Elevator Project bid from TSC Constructors, and
Resolution No. 1713, declaring additional funding availability. (Kip Culver)

RESOLUTION NO. 1713- A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF GLOBE COMMITTING LOCAL FUNDS AS LEVERAGE FOR A
FY 2013-2015 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT APPLICATION.

Mayor Wheeler requests that the City Manager read the resolution into the meeting.
The resolution is read by title only. The Council is pleased with the reading.

Kip Culver presents the Cobre Valley Center for the Arts in nothing less than a
beautiful color power point presentation. Celebrating 30 years the Cobre Valley
Center for the Arts has received funding for the elevator project. The total HUD




funding is $221,275 resulting in a shortfall of $32,725.00. The Cobre

Valley Center for the Arts has pledged $18,000 to fulfill the gap, in addition to
$35,000 from the generosity of the Globe-Miami United Fund for a total of $53,000.
TSC Constructors was the low bid at $254,000.

Mayor Wheeler thanked Kip Culver for his effort in this project. Mayor Wheeler
reminisced, the history of the Center of the Arts. Starting with Gila County
Courthouse Mayor Wheeler called the Center, the heartbeat of Gila County.

Councilman Haley thanked Kip for the quality of this presentation and great
news.

City Manager Brent Billingsley compliments Kip on a wonderful job on this grant
project, and states that Kip went the extra mile gathering the additional funding
through community resources. Mr. Billingsley also thanked CAAG and their
assistance through CDBG for a job well done.

Council approves to move forward to action next meeting.

Consideration of Resolution No. 1711 adopting the 2014 General Plan. (Chris
Collopy)

RESOLUTION NO. 1711 — A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND

ADOPTING THE FINAL DRAFT OF THE CITY OF GLOBE 2014
GENERAL PLAN UPDATE

City Manager Billingsley reads Resolution No. 1711 by title only into the meeting for
the final time.

Chris Collopy reports that the Planning & Zoning Commission met July 16" and
upon their recommendation, he asks the Globe Council to adopt the General Plan.

Felipe Zuba with ReSeed Advisors, thanked Chris Collopy, Brent Billingsley, Kip
Culver and the Council for their work and support of the General Plan. He thanked
in particular Councilman Stapleton and Councilwoman Johnson for their attendance
in General Plan meetings.

Councilman Haley commented that he was approached by previous Mayor Stan
Gibson with a request fo lodge his objection to the lack of foresight regarding water
exploration. Councilman Haley however stated that he was happy with the General
Plan.

Moved by Councilman Mike Stapleton, Seconded by Councilman Lerry Alderman.
Motion passed unanimously.



B. Consideration to renew the Collaboration Agreement for Program Development
with Pinal-Gila Council for Senior Citizens. (Joe Jarvis)

City Manager Billingsley introduces Olivia Guerrero, President of Pinal Gila
Council for Senior Citizens, to accept questions from the Council. She explains that
the agreement with the City of Globe has been for the past 25 years. Ms. Guerrero
stated that in the past five years federal funding is down close to 3 million dollars.

City Manager Billingsley notes thatthrough this contract the Active Adult Center is

providing a wonderful service to the elderly community in Globe and this could
not  happen without the support of the Council and also Olivia Guerrero. Mr.
Billingsley recognizes Ms. Dottie Sanchez, Director of the center as one who fruly
loves herjoband her community.

Councilman Haley expounds on the service that the Active Adult Center provides to
our elderly community. Councilman Haley thanked Ms. Sanchez and the rest of
the staff at the Active Adult Center.

C. Consideration to approve Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of
Globe and Canyon Water District. (Joe Jarvis)

CITY COUNCIL APPROVING THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF GLOBE AND THE

CANYON WATER DISTRICT.

City Manager reads Resolution No. 1710 into the meeting by title only for the final
time. The Council is satisfied with the reading.

Councilman Humphrey points out a couple of discrepancies in the contract. The
transition period was changed to 180 days. This needs to be changed in wording
as well as numbers. Joe Jarvis assures the Council that upon approval the
corrections will be made to the contract before signatures.

Request to speak card by Myrna Lenox is recognized. Mrs. Lenox thanked the staff
and Council and agreed that this agreement in a good contract for both parties
and looks forward to the transition period.

City Manager Billingsley reads Ordinance No. 826 into the meeting for the final
time by title only, Council is pleased with the reading.

Vice Mayor Mariscal asks for clarification on the membership qualifications in
regards to residency.

City Manager Billingsley presents explanation in a very clear dialogue , he states
because of the way the City Code is written, and because some of our boards
and committees are under state law and some are not, it is not simply just
amending the code. = We do not have a Library “Board” because our Library is
not managed by a board. In turn we simply have a Library Committee. Boards,
Committees and Commissions under state regulation must be amended through an
Ordinance on the other hand boards and committees that are not, are managed
through policy.

Councilman Haley states that Council or staff is not demoting Boards,
Commission or Committees we are simply bringing procedure in consistence with
state law.
